ADMISSION PROCEDURE

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AFFILIATION & RECOGNITION

AKSIPS 41 Chandigarh is affiliated to the Central Board of Secondary Education (CBSE) for the All
India Secondary School Examination and the All India Senior Secondary School Examination under
the new pattern of 10+2. AKSIPS 65 Mohali is affiliated to CBSE for the All India Secondary School
Examination and All India Senior Secondary School Examination under the new pattern of 10+2.
AKSIPS 45 Chandigarh is affiliated to CBSE for All India Secondary School Examination. AKSIPS
125 is recognized by the Punjab Education Department. Classes in AKSIPS 125 are from Play Way
to Class Il. Students are automatically transferred to any branch of AKSIPS after Class Il on the basis
of vacancy of seats. AKSIPS 123, OUR NEW BRANCH is planned from Class lll to Class X.
Initially AKSIPS 123 will be from Class Ill to Class VIII. One class will be added every year till it
reaches Class X.

Best two of the three tests will be taken into consideration and their average shall be
taken as the Annual marks for PT.

Weightage of 10 marks will be given to periodic tests.

The annual exam will be conducted in Feb/March of 80 marks.

The CBSE board has allotted 20 marks out of 100 for internal assessment of students.

The breakup of these 20 marks is as follows: -

e 10 marks weightage for Periodic Test (Best of two)

e 5 marks for notebook (to be assessed on regularity, neatness, punctuality and
notebook upkeep)
e 5 marks for practicals/projects work as given below.

Scholastic Areas

e The Board Examination for 80 marks in each subject will cover 100% syllabus of
only class X.

e There will 20 marks for Internal Assessment (IA) in all Scholastic
Subjects. IA comprises of:



o Periodic Tests (PT) with weightage of 10 marks
o Notebook Submission of 5 marks
o Subject Enrichment Activities of 5 marks
e Marks and Grades both will be awarded in each scholastic subject and a 9-point
grading system, as followed by the Board in Class Xl will be applicable.
e The portion of syllabus will be cumulatively covered in Periodic Test (PT) with reference
to the announcement of date of tests by the school.

e The best of two Periodic Tests will be taken into consideration and the average of the
two shall be taken as the annual marks for Periodic Assessment.

e The Pre — Board for Class X will be held in the month of January.
e The students will appear for AISSE conducted by CBSE in the month of March.

Co-Scholastic Areas (Class IX & X)

e Class IX & X will be graded in Co-Scholastic areas through the year on a 5-point
grading scale (A to E)
A — Outstanding
B — Very Good
C - Good
D — Fair
E — Average
The students shall be assessed on any two activities of her/his choice from each of the three
areas i.e.,
e Work Education
e Art Education
¢ Health & Physical Education

Class Xl

There will be two Unit Tests of each subject during the academic year. Besides this there will be
two formal examinations in September and February.

Promotion Norms for Class Xl

e All promotions will be based on CBSE norms.

e The pass percentage in each subject aggregate is 33%.

e A student failing in any one subject will have to appear for a compartment exam.

e A student failing in more than one subject will not be promoted.

e Passing both the theory paper and practical is mandatory as per the CBSE guidelines.
e Minimum 75% attendance is required for promotion.

Class Xll

There will be one Unit Test of each subject during the academic year. Besides this, three formal
examinations will be conducted based on the CBSE examination pattern. The students will appear
for the AISSCE conducted by the CBSE in the month of March.
